PG Community Federal Credit Union CEO Cindy Prestandrea had just run through a list of her Credit Union’s offerings from free checking to home equity rates as low as 4% on up to 90% of  property value  and car loans below market by 1%, when  Beltsville Business Breakfast host, Senator Jim Rosapepe (21st District) asked a question.


“ Your services sound similar to Jimmy Stewart’s as the depression era bank executive in “It’s a Wonderful Life.”   Can you tell us how your are dealing with today’s mortgage issues – foreclosures and short sales.”


“Our policies are to help the mortgagee.  As long as they are sincere in trying to keep up their

payments we work with them by extending the term of the mortgage giving them some breathing room and yet assuring repayment of the mortgage.  We offer individual counseling and try not to damage their credit status.”


She went on to explain the many services of her Credit Union such as innovative savings accounts: “Looney Tunes for kids 12 and under, Teen Time (13-17), Flying Solo (18-25) and Prime Time (60 and Up)  all of which come with counseling and newsletters educating customers on the financial matters as well as the value of saving.  As a non-profit membership organization, she explained, the Credit Union has more latitude than for profit banks on rates and services. 

The  point of the presentation was to introduce Beltsville Businesses to the fact that a Branch office of the Upper Marlboro based Credit Union (with over 17,000 members)  is coming to Beltsville this summer.
